All over the country, there are lawsuits involving charter schools. Many of these lawsuits involve the use of public funding for running charter schools. There have been suits filed in Washington, Mississippi, New York, and Texas. Many of the suits that have been settled have found that the charter school is not entitled to public funds. There have also been issues with the schools not falling under the guidelines for public schools which can result in failure to provide services for handicapped students, among other things.
