These are the hot topics in Tennessee legislation that involve education:


Legislation that would allow parents to decide the fate or struggling schools has been proposed. Under the proposal, if 51 percent of parents at a school in the bottom 20 percent of failing schools believe that a drastic change is needed, they can then select from several “turnaround models.” For instance, they may want to convert it to a charter school, change the administrators or just close the school.


School vouchers are still up for discussion. A school voucher program, which backers are calling the “opportunity scholarship program,” would use state and local education funds to allow students to transfer to better private or public schools.


Online schools remain a controversial topic. State Rep. Mike Stewart said he plans to file legislation to ban them because he believes they’re ineffective and a drain on taxpayers’ wallets. He cited the poor performance of the Tennessee Virtual Academy in Union County. The academy is operated by K12 Inc., the nation’s largest publicly traded online education company, under contract with the Union County Public Schools system.
