The Knox County School Board called a special meeting Monday night to discuss SAT-10 - a standardized test that up until last week was given in kindergarten, first and second grades. 


Last week, McIntyre decided to end the test for kindergartners because there were too many drawbacks. Many parents, teachers and administrators were against the test, saying kindergartners' attention spans are too short and it took away from valuable learning time.


The board has voted 6-2 to end SAT-10 testing for first and second graders. Keep an eye out to see how this decision affects our Union County schools.
